
Bryan County Board of Commissioners – September 8, 2020 

 The regular meeting of the Bryan County Board of Commissioners was held on Tuesday, 
September 8, 2020 at Hendrix Park. The following members were present: Vice-Chairman Noah 
Covington, Commissioner Gene Wallace, Commissioner Brad Brookshire, Commissioner Wade Price and 
Commissioner Steve Myers. Also present: County Administrator Ben Taylor, County Clerk Donna Waters 
and County Attorney Lea Holliday. Chairman Infinger was not present. 

 Vice-Chairman Covington called the meeting to order at 5:30 p.m. Invocation was given 
Commissioner Brad Brookshire. Everyone joined in the Pledge of Allegiance. Visitors were recognized.  

 A discussion was held on the agenda. A motion was made by Gene Wallace and seconded by 
Steve Myers to approve the agenda as presented. Motion carried unanimously. 

 A discussion was held on the August 2020 meeting minutes. A motion was made by Steve 
Myers and seconded by Wade Price to approve the August 2020 meeting minutes as printed. Motion 
carried unanimously. 

 A motion was made by Brad Brookshire and seconded by Wade Price to close the regular 
meeting to hold a public hearing. Motion carried unanimously. 

1. Case Z#230-20 – Doug and Teresa Salmeron Rezoning – No one was present to speak on 
this request. 

A motion was made by Brad Brookshire and seconded by Steve Myers to close the public 
hearing and go back into regular meeting. Motion carried unanimously. 

 Amanda Clement, Planning Manager, met with the board with Planning & Zoning issues. 

 *Case Z#230-20 – Doug and Teresa Salmeron is requesting the rezoning of 1622 Harris Trail 
Road, PIN #054-037-01 and 054-037-02, in unincorporated Bryan County. The applicant is requesting the 
property be rezoned “AR-1.5 Agricultural Residential District” from its existing “B-2” General 
Commercial District, for the use as a single-family residence. The Staff and Planning Commission 
recommends approval for the rezoning with the condition that the parcels be combined. A motion was 
made by Wade Price and seconded by Brad Brookshire to approve the rezoning request of Doug and 
Teresa Salmeron, Case Z#230-20 to AR-1.5 Agricultural Residential District with the condition that the 
parcels be combined. Motion carried unanimously. 

 Ben Taylor, County Administrator, met with the board with several issues. 

 *Medline Amended and Restated MOU – Medline Industries is a company based in Northfield, 
Illinois that has chosen to locate a new distribution center in the Belfast Commerce Park in Bryan 
County. Because of a change in the company’s construction schedule, a change from issuing two bonds 
related to the project to one, and other changes to the project as outlined, the original MOU passed by 
the Board of Commissioners had to be amended. A motion was made by Steve Myers and seconded by 
Brad Brookshire to approve the resolution authorizing the execution of the amended and restated MOU 
for Medline Industries. Motion carried unanimously. 

 *IGA for Bond Financing for Development Authority – The Development Authority of Bryan 
County (DABC) is working to close a bond financing for an estimated $7,850,000. First Tryon is serving as 



the DABC’s financial advisor and oversaw the bank placement bid process. The DABC received five bids. 
The DABC has voted to award the placement to Zions Bank with a rate of 1.94% for a 15-year term. The 
DABC board selected Zions Bank because they had the lowest rate that allowed the bond to be pre-paid 
in whole or part at any time. Tom Woodward with First Tryon was in attendance to answer questions. A 
motion was made by Steve Myers and seconded by Wade Price to approve the intergovernmental 
contract for DABC bond financing. Motion carried unanimously. 

 *Appointment to Development Authority of Bryan County – Dallas Daniel currently serves on 
the Development Authority of Bryan County (DABC). Mr. Daniel will need to step down from the DABC 
board on December 31, 2020 due to becoming the 3rd District Commissioner. His term on the DABC 
board does not expire until July 31, 2021. The DABC would like for the Board of Commissioners to go 
ahead and appoint some this month. They are recommending the appointment of Donald Montgomery. 
A motion was made by Steve Myers and seconded by Wade Price to approve Donald Montgomery to the 
Development Authority of Bryan County with a term to begin January 1, 2021 and expire on July 31, 
2021, with staff finding a way to advertise future vacancies. Voting for: Myers, Brookshire and Price. 
Voting against: Wallace. Motion carried. 

 *Appointment to Coastal Workforce Development Board – Justin Farquhar currently serves on 
the Coastal Workforce Development Board (CWDB) as an Economic Development Representative for 
Bryan County. The Development Authority of Bryan County would like to appoint Rebecca Bohlander as 
the Economic Development Representative on the CWDB. Ms. Bohlander was hired as the new Director 
of Workforce Development and Marketing on August 3. The DABC feels Rebecca’s new role with the 
Development Authority is more appropriate for this position. This appointment will bel for a three (3) 
year term ending June 30, 2023. A motion was made by Brad Brookshire and seconded by Gene Wallace 
to appoint Rebecca Bohlander to the Coastal Workforce Development Board with a term to end June 30, 
2023. Motion carried unanimously. 

 Paul Fulmore met with the board under public comments to talk about the condition of Letcher 
Road. 

 A motion was made by Steve Myers and seconded by Brad Brookshire to adjourn. Motion 
carried unanimously. The meeting adjourned at 6:04 p.m.
